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It is common and accepted knowledge that the dexterous learning of a language cannot be a non-interactive process. Over the years it has been noticed in various studies conducted that languages are most easily adapted to when the learner understands basic phonetics and dialectics of a language through listening and speaking. 
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)This paper examines the potential of language laboratory as teaching as well as testing device and especially discusses the ways oral-aural skills can actively be developed and tested. The digital language laboratory is a highly sophisticated environment which induces the student to focus on his/her ability to listen first, then to comprehend, and then to be able to utilize this comprehension in order to set up a rudimentary communication process.
